In 2017, Andrew Yang was talking to anybody who
would listen about what he saw as "The Good
Future". Robots do all the work, we tax the
robots, we get to live lives of leisure while the
robots make all the value. It sounds like a pretty
sweet deal but Andrew Yang's message
misunderstands how automation interacts with work.
Most of the time, you don't get replaced. Most
technology can't do what your boss wants it to do,
which is replace every worker 1:1 with something
that doesn't sleep, dogsn't complain, and doesn't
have bargaining power.
Most technology casualizes. It takes a skill that
people can do and get good at, and it does some of
it, or i1t moves around the work of the hard part.
A lot of "self driving" cars are remote controlled
and "supervised" by remote workers from the
Philippines[”1l]. Automated checkouts have one or
two people watching like 16 cash registers to
handle IDing for alcohol, problems with scanning,

and "loss prevention'".



In the short term, none of these systems will immediately and
magically do your job for you, but they will help your boss
multiply your workload, which for them is almost as good. It
also makes the work worse. Reading and reviewing big piles of
slop code, trying to watch 16 cash registers at the same time,
sitting in a factory watching 8 machines spin fabric, these
suck!

For as long as we've dreamed of any kind of automation taking
us to "The Good Future", it's always been one where machines
do the boring and dangerous and shitty work and we make art
and read books and go dancing. But we've been dealing with
this for a couple hundred years now: the industrial model of
automation takes the creative work from us and leaves us to
watch the same process over and over at a scale that nobody
can pay real attention to.| ' 7 '

This is also important bullshit, because you're being offered
a deal that doesn't exist. First off, the entire point of AI
tools 1is that they promise any bozo that they can do something
without learning anything. You can make art without suffering
through technique and taste, you can write code without
knowing what it does, you can annoy strangers on social media
by telling them what the robot said about what they said. It'd
be pretty weird if these tools got harder to use and needed
some kind of expertise because the whole goal is to turn
expertise into slop! This means at any point, if you wanted to
(1 don't), you could start using AI tools and in most cases
you'd probably be better off than someone who's been using
them for years because that person probably got worse at their

If anything, this is probably the cheapest those tools will
ever be, because AI companies have been footing the bill for
their own services, but we're seeing them start to crank those
prices up. The longer you hold out, the better the chance 1is
that AI tools get too expensive for your job to keep using.|

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You actually don’t need a subscription to a streaming
service to enjoy media! Tired of beloved movies and TV
shows disappearing from Netflix? Sick of music made by
AT bots creeping up on your playlist? Fed up with game
developers deciding that a game you purchased should be
rendered unplayable at their whim? With some basic
computer skills you too can obtain whatever media you
want FREE OF CHARGE!

For many of these methods, you don’t even need access to
a PC, and this can be done with a smartphone and a
microSD card. However, the “best” experience on your
downloading journey can be had with a PC/Mac and
whatever storage medium you have access to (internal
hard drive, external hard drive, memory card etc)

As with all fun things, there 1s a slight risk with
downloading media files. This can be mitigated with an
adblocker plug-in for your web browser on PC. On
smartphone there are many “Adblock browsers” available
in app stores. My personal favourite is Brave browser on
mobile. Many websites which host free media have to pay
for themselves somehow, so the ads can be rather
intrusive.

Knowing what file type to expect also can keep you safe
when downloading free media. As a general rule of thumb,
media files such as MP3, FLAC, AVI, MOV are safe to
download! You really shouldn’t download anything that is
a .EXE file 1f you’re downloading music/video! Same with
compressed files such as .ZIP or .RAR.

Downloading games and software are more risky as code is
actually being executed. Be extremely careful when
downloading games and software. I advise all new free
media enjoyers to stick with movies and music until they
know the ropes.
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If vou want music and don’t worry about having it sound good on your cheap earbuds,

Youtube to MP3 downloaders can do the job EASY! Use CNVMP3.COM and download the files

HIGH GUAL)NTY MuSIC

On your phone you can download high quality music through a P2P system called Seeker.
The people who use Seeker are music enthusiasts and often they will have high quality
files that sound really good, yet take up more storage space. You can use the seeker
client to downlocad directly to your phone! People who use seeker alsoc may send you a
message encouraging vou to share files. It is considered good etiquette to reshare
the files that you have downloaded. On Seeker any file type can be shared so you can
access movies and TV shows, though music makes the bulk of it. PC users can get the
same experience as seeker by using SoulseekQt or Nicotine+, both of these are
soulseek clients that access the same network as seeker.

You don’t always have to download your media to be able to enjoy it. There are many
video servers online that can let you watch whatever your heart desires free of
charge. Often they are accessible through a website that puts a friendly user
interface on top. Unfortunately these websites are in dire need of Adblock as the ads
can get very spammy and intrusive. As of June 8, 2026 1Shows.org 1s a reliable
source of streaming content so long as your Adblock is up to snuff. nhl24all.ir and

thestreameast.ru work for sports also.

These streaming websites get taken down quite often so I recommend consulting the r/
piracy megathread for current and up-to-date streaming sources.

I cannot recommend that novice free media enjoyers begin their Jjourney with video
games as they do one mega super duper risky thing: they execute code. You do not want
yvour computer to be turned into someone’s bitcoin miner -—-or worse..

Nevertheless I will point the interested in the direction of ankergames.net and gog-
games.to. You can also use the power of retro console emulation to run ROMs from
websites like vimm.net. These are generally safer toc obtain than modern games.

Torrents remain a popular source for free media. In order to benefit from torrent
technology vou must have a piece of software called a torrent client. Transmission is
a popular choice for Mac and Linux users; gBitTorrent is the popular choice for
Windows users. You can find .torrent files on websites like 1337x.to. I would advise
torrent users to consider learning how to seed torrents if they are able to. Seeding
is how files are reshared on torrent networks.

Books are availakle on so-called “shadow libraries” such as Anna’s Archive, which
uses links to direct download websites which host .epub and .pdf bocks. These files
are compatible with most e-readers and many of these shadow libraries include
paywalled academic materials and textbooks as well. There are also older books and
non-copyrighted works on the Project Gutenberg website.

NEMWS

You can bypass paywalled journalism by using archival toocls like Archive.today.
Search the link to an article in their database or upload it toc be archive so that it
can be stripped of pesky paywalls. These archive links can be shared to others so
that they may also read paywall-free Jjournalism.

Wlklpedla iz not only a great source for information, but it can also be used to find
up-to-date links to your favourite free media providers. If vyour link to Anna’s
Archive stops working, simply check the Anna’s Archive wikipedia page to find links
vetted by wikipedia editors. You can also find troves of amazing free content on the
Internet Archive, which has movies, software, games and books available for anyone to
use. Openstax offers university-level textbooks and course materials for many

subjects for free.
